Criteria to be evaluated:
· The data have to be different to the data used in SPSS classes.

· The data, variables and contents have to be original for each student (different from other students’ data and contents).

· All the contents have to be included in only one Word file; additionally, you have to send all the SPSS data and outputs generated.

· Each content has to present:

· The variables that are going to be considered.

· The data used.

· Assumptions checking.

· Descriptive statistics.

· Explanation about how to obtain the output.

· The results.

· An interpretation of the results.
