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In a normal sampling distribution of proportions whose mean is 0.6 and the standard deviation is 0.1, calculate:
a) The sample size.

b) The percentage of the samples that have a proportion between 0.3 and 0.5.

c) The values of proportion where the central 90% of the samples are.

d) The values of proportion where the lower 70% of the samples are.
